1. Must be enrolled in a federal/state-recognized tribe or if not a member of a tribe recognized by the 
State of Alabama, verification will be required from the state from which the tribe originates. 

2. Must have a letter of acceptance from school or academy you plan to attend.  (This school must be 
located in the State of Alabama, unless the courses needed are not offered in Alabama). 

3. Must have a 3.0/80 average or above. 
4. This scholarship is not renewable, but you may reapply each year. 
5. Must submit three (3) letters of recommendation:  One from an educator/teacher, one from a tribal 

elder, and one from anyone you choose. 
6. Must be a resident of Alabama.
